Nursery: We have a fully staffed nursery for infants through children six years of age or 
children of any age with special needs. The nursery opens at 9:15 AM on Sunday 
morning for our 9:30 AM worship service. The nursery is equipped with a pager system 
to help parents feel at ease.  There is also a private nursing room for those who wish you 
use it.  
 

Photo Release Form: Our 9:30 am AM service is live-streamed to our Facebook Page 
and YouTube Channel. All children coming to the front for the Children’s Message or 
Holy Communion will be visible on the live-feed. If you do not want your child’s image 
online, please do not send them up to the front.  If you are ok with it, please fill out a 
Photo Release Form located on the sign-up table in the Narthex and put it in the offering 
box.

WORD 

FIRST READING                 Genesis 1:1-27 
At the beginning of time, God the Creator, God the powerful Word, and God the life-giving 
Spirit form the earth and all its inhabitants. God sees that all this created work is good and then 
rests on the seventh day.  
 
1 When God began to create the heavens and the earth, 2 the earth was complete chaos, 
and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept over the face 
of the waters. 3 Then God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4 And God saw 
that the light was good, and God separated the light from the darkness. 5 God called the 
light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was 
morning, the first day.

19 And there was evening and there was morning, 
the fourth day. 
20 And God said, “Let the waters bring forth swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly 
above the earth across the dome of the sky.” 21 So God created the great sea monsters 
and every living creature that moves, of every kind, with which the waters swarm and 
every winged bird of every kind. And God saw that it was good. 22 God blessed them, 
saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on 
the earth.” 23 And there was evening and there was morning, the fifth day. 
24 And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living creatures of every kind: cattle and 
creeping things and wild animals of the earth of every kind.” And it was so. 25 God made 
the wild animals of the earth of every kind and the cattle of every kind and everything 
that creeps upon the ground of every kind. And God saw that it was good. 
26 Then God said, “Let us make humans in our image, according to our likeness, and let 
them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the air and over the 
cattle and over all the wild animals of the earth and over every creeping thing that 
creeps upon the earth.”
